Core, anincamationofthe Devil in 
Bramayugam, and lnNanpakal 
NerathuMayakkamheisanirrltable 
mlddle-agedMalayaJI who wakes up 
fromanaftemoonsJumber believing 
he isaTamilian who disappeared from 
hisvillageyearsago. 

"When you have someone like 
Mammoottydoingdlverse roles, it 
tendstoruboffonothers. Today.not 
just actors. but also directors and 
writers arc conscious of not repeating 
themselves. Which iswhyweseesuch 
nuanced story-tellingand layered 
performances," says veteran rum critic 
ManeeshNarayanan. 

As a result. several off-beat, 
experlmentaJmovlesaregettlnga 
rousing welcome in theatres. "The 
lines between mainstream and 
arthousecinemain Malayalam have 
blurred," Narayanan adds. 

Thlswas pretty much the case ln the 
1980sand 1990sas welL when 
Malaya]amcinema was witnessing 
whatisnowknownas "the golden age." 
The emergence of directors such as P 
Padmarajan, G Aravindan,KGGeorge, 
along with the llkesofSlbi Malayll, 
Sathyan Anthikad and Harlharan, 
ushered in timeless classics and 
blockbusters. 

Then things went downhill. 

Losing its voice 
Attherumofthecentury,Malayalam 
cinema lost its voice. I twas the post­
internet boomand filmmakerswere 
fightingsatelliterights.Manyfilms 
began to be tailored for television. in the 
process. according to Narayanan, 
Malayalam cinema began mimicking 
TamilandTclugufilms. 

Thingsbegantochangeforthebener 
whenagroupofnew-agedirectors­
MaheshNarayan,AnwarRasheed, 
Anjali Menon, LljoJose Pellissery, 
DileeshPothan,andothers­
resuscitated Malayalam cinema. just 
like their predecessors had in the 1980s. 

The newcropyleldedfilmswlth a 
hyperlink strucrure, which blends 
multiple storylines. seemingly 
unrelated, into a complex narrative. 
ThuscamefilmssuchasTrajJicand 
ChappaKurlshu. lnparallel. there 
came the rooted offerings.such as 
MaheshlmePrathtkaram, which were 
laced with rustic humour. 

TrafficandChappaKurishu,both 
released in 2011, ushered in a new 
wave.ButMaJayalamcinematruJyhit 
ltsapogeeln2019withKumbalangi 
Nights. It was a film that went beyond 
the bordersofKeralaand South India 
That run has continued with a spate of 
UOOcrorc blockbusters this year. 

As Hindi, Tamil, and Telugu films 
dished out lavish, big-budget fllms, 
MaJayalamclnema went back to Its 
roots to rediscover its voice. 
Camaraderie and creative 
collaboration played a part in 
empowering the new tribe of 
filmmakers with technology and a shift 
todigitalfl1mmaklng. 

But few would have imagined the 
blockbuster year for Malayalam 
cinema that2024is turning out to be. 

Blockbusteryear 
In February this year, a raucous crowd 
Inside a movie theatre In Salem, Tamil 
Nadu, erupts into a thunderous 
applause when a song breaks out 
duringtheclimaxofManjummelBoys, 
a survival drama. Thesong,Kanmani 
Anbodu, is from Gunaa, released In 
1991. Sung by Kamal HassanandS 
Janak!, It has gained cult status and 
becomethedefaultproposalsong 
forTamllians. 

lnManjummelBoys, however, 
directorChidambaram uses this song 
atacruclaljunctureasanodeto 
frlendshlpandmalebondlng.More 
importantly, byslippingin an old 

TamllsonginaMalaya]amfl1mln 
2024. Cltldambaram has achieved 
somethlngunJque.ManJummelBoys 
would goon to become the highest 
grossingMalayalamfilminTamll 
Nadu, garnering more than ,60 crore. 
Globally,thefilm,madeonabudgetof 
ns crore, has raked ln close to t250 
crore at the box-office- the hlghest­
grossingMalayalam film ever. 

ThesuccessofManjummelBoysis 
not a flash in the pan. A torrent of 
genre-bending Malayalam movies 
havesetthecash·reglstersrlnglngthis 
year. Take, for lnstance.Premalu, a 
breezyrom-comset In Hyderabad. Co· 
producedbyMalayalamcinemaactor 
FahadhFaasil,Premalu,madeatjust 
Ocrore, would fetch a staggering USO 
crore at the box-office. 

lfMan}ummelBoyswasa hltln 
TamilNadu,Premalu would find 
resonance with the Telugu-speaking 
audience in Andhra and Telangana. 

After laughing his way to the bank 
withPremalu, Faas II would headline 
Aavesham, an adrenaline-charged 
gangster comedy set In Benga]uru. 
Directed by veteran Malayalam 
filmmakerRasheed,Aaveshamwould 
tum outtobethethird highest 
grossingMalayalamfi.lmoftheyear, 
raking In US6 crore. 

None of these films adheres to the 
conventional tropes of a masaJa 
entertainerlikeKGForJailer. Still, 
MaJayalarn films have stormed other 
South Indian states such as Tamil 
Nadu, Kamataka, And.bra, and 
Telangana, outperforming several 
fibnsln thestates'native languages. 

The coup may have taken place this 
year. But the signs were evident for 
more than a decade, and it became 
increasinglyapparentafterthe 
pandemic. when movie-watchers 
began tothrongtheatres. Theover-the-­
top(OTI)platformshavealsobeen 
instrumental in boosting Malayalam 
cinema's profile. 

So much so. that everyone from S S 
Rajamouli. the Telugu movie director 
behind blockbusters such as 
BaahubaltandRRR, to leading 
Pakistani actor MahiraKhan,cannot 
stopravlngaboutMalayalamcinema. 

BeforePremalu'srelease, Rajamouli 
had said: "It is with jealousy and pain 
thatladmittheMalaya]amfllm 
industry produces better actors and 
technicians." 

Sky the limit 
Faasll, lnan Interview to film critic 
Bhardwaj Rangan, asserts that the sky 
is the limit for Malayalam filmmakers. 
"DoanythinginMalayalamcinemain 
the next five years. Do a film without 
dialogues, withoutmusic,a black-and­
whitefl1m. Thisisthetimetopush the 
boundaries and explore," he says. 

Naryanangives the credit to the 
audiences. "lthlnkwehaveafl1m· 
literate public in Kerala who are 
knowledgeableaboutnotjustlndian 
cinema.butwoddcinema Theyare 
not happy watching the run-of-the­
mill movies. Theywanttobe 
constantly chalJenged and 
stimulated,"hesays. 

However,despiteMalayalarn 
cinema's growing acceptance across 
the country, many producers still have 
to flghta battle to break even. Barrlnga 
few fllmsstarrlngMohanlal, 
Mammootty, and Faasil, the others 
have to prove themselves at the box­
office before thcy can find space on 
OTT platforms.
